È Over the course of the historical books of the 
Bible becomes the mediated , active reign and 
rule of God through the office of prophet, 
priest, and king.

È Checks and balances = prophets (speak for 
God); kings (rule for God); and priests (absolve 
for God).

È The priesthood of Melchizedek is proclaimed 
in Genesis 14:18 ð20



È Now return the [Abrahamõs] wife, for he is a 
prophet, and he will pray for you and you will 
live. But if you do not return her, you may be 
sure that you and all yours will die.ó (Genesis 
20:7, NIV)

È Then the Lord said to Moses, òSee, I have made 
you like God to Pharaoh, and your brother 
Aaron will be your prophet. You are to say 
everything I command you, and your brother 
Aaron is to tell Pharaoh to let the Israelites go 
out of his country. (Exodus 7:1-2, NIV)



È The Kingship of the Tribe of Judah is promised

È The scepter will not depart from Judah, nor the 
rulerõs staff from between his feet, until he 
comes to whom it belongs and the obedience of 
the nations is his. (Genesis 49:10, NIV)
