Wow!  We are special! 

 

If you go up to most Christians and ask them what makes their faith so special the answer is usu-

ally, “Because Jesus loves me.”  Now this answer is most certainly true, but did you know that 

there is much more?  Read Ephesians 1:3-13.  Notice in these verses what God, in Christ has done 

for us.  He has: 

 

Vs. 3 – Blessed us with every Spiritual blessing in the heavenly places 

Vs. 4 – Chosen us in Christ before the foundation of the world 

Vs. 5 – Predestined us to be adopted as sons through Jesus Christ 

Vs. 6 – Freely bestowed upon us His grace  (unmerited love and forgiveness) 

Vs. 7 – Redeemed us through His blood for the forgiveness of our sins 

Vs. 9 – He made known to us the mystery of His will (the summation of all things in Christ) 

Vs. 10 – We obtained an inheritance  (heaven) 

Vs. 13 – We were sealed in Him with the Holy Spirit of promise 

 

Wow!  Did you know that you possessed all of this?  Is there evidence of the above in Christ’s 

people?  Paul tells us in verse 15 that he has heard of the faith of the saints (believers) and their 

love for each other.  Additionally Paul prays constantly that we really come to understand the im-

plications of all of the above blessings.   This is so important for several reasons. 

 

The first is that we must conclude that our God is sovereign and worthy of praise, far above all 

things.  This holds true in our worship, our lifestyle, our decision making and everything else. 

Secondly, we must embrace the idea, proven at the cross, that we are so special to our Lord.  No-

tice that in all of the above verses it is God who is doing for us, not we for Him.  He has made us 

His children, made known His will to us and has freely forgiven us.  If more Christians really took 

this to heart and soul, there would be far less depression and hopelessness among His saints.  Less 

fighting too. 

 

Finally, we come to realize that if everything that we possess is divine in both nature and origin, 

we must be gifted for something.  Gifted in the sense that we have divine power, divine access to 

beckon, as well as serve our Father in heaven, fulfilling His divine purpose in our life.  This means 

an unwavering mission to bring such a hope to the people of the world who absolutely feel that 

they are lost and abandoned without purpose. 

 

I can remember the benefits listed in perhaps the AAA club or some insurance company.  Nothing 

holds a candle to the benefits of being a Christian.  It’s why we are openly changed people with a 

sealed hope that is eternal.
